Wyoming’s harsh climate with cold, long winters
and dry, arid summers can make growing trees a
challenge. However, with proper selection,
planting and care, many varieties of trees can
thrive in Wyoming. Because of differences in
temperature extremes, precipitation amounts,
elevation and soil, trees that do well in one area of
the state may or may not do as well in another part
of the state. The Hardiness Zone Map above can
act as a guide to determine what trees will do well
in your area. The cold hardiness of a tree,
combined with its specific soil requirements will
ultimately determine the success of a tree. After
determining what zone you are in, a simple soil
analysis can give you more insight to what tree
you should plant in your yard, neighborhood, and
community.
